Such outcomes include: decreases in substance use; increases in social competence; increases in school attendance or completion; increases in employment and/or job skills; improved family relationships; decreases in anti-social behavior; changes in gang resistance behavior; and increases in cultural skills.

All JABG grantees providing direct services to youth with JABG funds are required to report on the applicable JABG Behavioral Measures, depending on the primary focus of their program.  The Department of Human Services will provide each grantee with performance measure reporting forms for the purpose of meeting the performance measure reporting requirement.
